SUBSCRIPTIONS & CAR PARKING ARRANGEMENTS

SEASON 2009 – 2010 

I am writing to remind you that subscriptions for the new season are now due.  If you have not already done so, it would be helpful if you could complete a standing order form, thus helping us to reduce the cost of administration.  These are available from the Club or can be downloaded from our website at www.carlislerugby.co.uk.  If you prefer, then please send your cheque to the Club, but if you are paying by cash this should be handed in at the Club and not sent in the post.  Your membership card and, where appropriate, a car park permit will be posted out to you.  The membership card should be carried at all times when using our facilities.  Importantly, production of your card at the time of ordering at the bar will ensure you receive a discount on your purchases.

Players should note that they are not covered by insurance until they have paid their subscription.

All members should note that from September 2009, changes are to be made to the availability of car parking space for activities not associated with either the rugby club or the squash club.  Previously, full membership of the club has entitled members to free parking at any time.  The pressure on car parking space, particularly on weekdays, has caused the committee to review the availability of the car park for purposes not directly connected with rugby or squash.

On completion of the enclosed form, an appropriate car park permit will be issued to members for their use when visiting the rugby or squash club to use the facilities.  The use of our car park will no longer be allowed to simply park whilst the user goes about their business elsewhere.  We are introducing contract parking for those who want to use the car park for other than rugby and squash purposes.  The purchase of a contract-parking permit for £200 will allow the holder to park on a weekday (Monday to Friday) between 0800 hrs and 1800 hrs.  This is extremely cheap parking and works out at less than 80 pence per day for up to 10 hours availability.

Vehicles found to be parked without the relevant permit may be clamped and will not be released until a £50 fee has been paid.

No fixtures cards have been printed this year.  It was felt that, because the Crusaders and the Hornets games for the period from Christmas to the end of the season are not published until the end of December, that the issue of fixture cards would be uneconomic.  A full list of all fixtures can be found on the website at www.carlislerugby.co.uk or on the notice board in the clubhouse.  These will be updated as alterations occur.

Please remember that the clubhouse is available for booking for conferences, business meetings and all types of social functions and you are encouraged to invite friends and colleagues to consider the excellent facilities on offer.

The Club are always looking for additional volunteers to help with all aspects of running the operation.  If you, or anyone who know, are interested, then please get in touch with a member of the committee.

Finally, may I thank you for your valued support and I hope you enjoy your rugby during the coming season?
