Another weekend and the Colts are at home entertaining Northern. Carlisle did deserve the win, but they are missing some opportunities on the pitch, which if they are to finish high in the league this season they need to take and convert into points. That said conditions were poor on the day for both teams and no doubt impacted on the score.
