Carlisle continued to dominate, and a typical direct run from Adam Robertson saw him produce a great miss pass to Jordie Clement, who in turn found Tom Ebbatson on the wing for the third try.

Again the Zebras fought back strongly, and Carlisle received numerous warnings from the referee for indiscipline.

Workington camped in the home 22 for several phases, before another good kick from man of the match Ryan Ivers sent Tom Ebbatson galloping away only to be caught by a last gasp tackle inside the Workington 22.

 The second half restarted with a tough midfield tussle.

A grub kick saw Ryan Ivers sprint through, a certain try only being denied by an unfavourable bounce.

Carlisle kept the visitors under pressure, but the Zebra’s defence absorbed everything thrown at it.

Shortly afterwards, Henry Lloyd, making a welcome reappearance, was denied a try, having been adjudged to have knocked on just shy of the line.

The visitors continued to press as they tried hard to build on momentum.
