All this pressure went unrewarded however, and an interception led to a second Peebles try after an 80 metre sprint. Again the try went unconverted.

Carlisle heads could have gone down…but instead they replied straight from the kick off, Dominic McGrath picking up from the back of the scrum and darting through from 40 metres for a great solo effort.

A spell of end to end kicking ensued, and with seconds to go in the first half, Mike Fearon broke through to score, following up with the conversion, to make the half time score 12 – 10 to Carlisle.

 The second half started where the first ended, general indiscipline from both sides led to Alex Clarke being unfairly dismissed (for the first time in history, a GENUINE case of mistaken identity!!!!!!).

Neither team was dominant, but the Carlisle defence was being put to the test by some determined Peebles pressure.

Carlisle broke out however, and several phases of handling eventually found Alex Taylor just where he likes to be……1 metre out…..he made no mistake and drove over to make the score 17 – 10.
